The golf course is challenging from tee to green, and is designed to offer a fun and
exciting challenge to golfers of all skill levels. The 18 hole, 6,410 yard, par 71 layout fea-
tures three tee stations, winding fairways with strategically placed bunkers, ponds,
creeks and trees, which provide a variety of golf challenges. A spacious clubhouse and
outdoor patio provide the perfect place for hosting an outing or just relaxing after a
great round of golf at Goose Creek.

An open par 5 that's reachable in 2. Positioning your
2nd shot in the fairway should leave a simple shot to
a green that slopes from back to front. Definitely an
opportunity for a good start to your round.

A downhill par 4 with a strategically placed
fairway bunker. Shots over and to the right of
the green could end up in a hazard. A short
hole that plays tough.

387 366 324
Our signature hole is an uphill par 3. Avoiding
the creek and bunkers on the left will make
this hole much easier.  Usually plays one more
club than the given yardage.

169 143 111
A straightforward, uphill par 4. Accuracy is more
important than power with trees on your left and
right. 2nd shot plays slightly longer than the
yardage into this receptive, uphill green.

A downhill par 4 with trees and O.B. on the
left. Fairway dog-legs left at the 150 yard
marker. Accuracy on your downhill approach
shot is key to scoring on this hole.

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A long, uphill par 4. A left of center tee shot is
ideal position to reach this small green in two.
O.B. guards the entire left side of this hole.

411 393 292
A short, downhill par 4. Driver isn't necessary,
but if you're not in the fairway you're likely
under a tree. 2nd shot plays slightly shorter
than the yardage into this undulating green.

A straight and narrow par 4. A 175 yard tee
shot will get you inside of the 150 yard marker.
Next is an uphill shot to a green guarded with
bunkers in front and a hazard behind.

This par 3 was nominated as one of the toughest
holes in the area. Avoiding the bunkers and hazards
is crucial. A tough green that slopes severely from
left to right. Par is an excellent score on this hole.

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A slightly left to right par 4. A fade is ideal off the tee with
Goose Creek left and trees and bunkers right. The fairway
slopes from right to left adding difficulty to your approach
to an elevated green with bunkers left and right.

A long, straight par 4. Avoid hazard left and
trees on the right. Par is a good score.

429 410 350
Another straight par 4. A right to left ball
flight is ideal off the tee. Trees on both sides
are in play. Control distance into this two
tiered green.

The 1st of two lengthy par 3's on the back
nine. The elements are against you. Trees, sand
bunkers, water and a true dime sized green
make this a difficult hole.

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Relax, consecutive par 5's. The first fairway is
lined with O.B. left and trees and bunkers right.
After getting over a narrow creek, it's uphill to a
bunker guarded green that's two tiered with a
steep slope in the middle from back to front.

Avoid hazard left and narrow creek that splits the
fairway off the tee. If you're not going for it in 2,
lay up to at least 75yds out from the green. Green
slopes from back left to front right.

494 484 433
An uphill par 3. Check your distance off the
tee, this is our deepest green and it's an uphill
shot.

227 182 159
A challenging par 4. The hole is uphill and slopes
slightly from left to right. Avoiding the hazard along
the left and trees on the right should leave an unob-
structed shot towards the green. This green is well-
bunkered and funnels right. Below the hole is ideal.

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LOCAL RULES
• Play governed by USGA Rules except where modified by local rules
• Replace divots, rake bunkers, repair ball and spike marks on greens
• The Player's Assistant has full authority on the golf course to maintain rules and speed of
play for everyone's enjoyment
• All players are requested to keep up with the group in front.  If there is an open hole ahead,
let faster groups play through
• Lateral hazards are marked by red stakes and water hazards are marked by yellow stakes
• Out of Bounds is located outside white stakes
• Use designated drop areas

GOLF CART RULES
• Golf carts shall not be used without proper assignment and registration in the Pro Shop
• Each operator of a golf cart must be at least sixteen (16) years of age and have a valid auto-
mobile driver's license
• Obey all cart signage
• Golf cart rules are set daily.  Golf carts should return to cart path before reaching 75 yards or
closer to green, 90 degree rule in effect unless posted otherwise

GOLF COURSE ETIQUETTE
• We believe a round of golf should take no longer than
four hours, fifteen minutes.  Make your shot when it is
your turn and play ready golf to help speed up the progress
of your group
• When a hole is completed, leave the green promptly and
proceed directly to the next tee.  Do the scoring for the
completed hole while the others in your group are playing
from the next tee

The easiest par 4 on the golf course. Tee shots
feed right so aim left center. Approach shot is
downhill to a fairly flat green.
